For those who can remove and haul the debris, the City Landfill is open and available for the 
disposal of tree debris at no charge, until 5:00 p.m. today and 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. on Sunday.  
Please be sure to either cover the load and/or secure the load to eliminate debris on the road. 
Follow the posted information while entering and exiting the Landfill.  Additional staff will be on 
site in the yard waste area.
