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Multiple Commercial Business Burglaries Reported In Kearney

A 55-year-old Kearney man, John Forrest, has been identified and arrested as a suspect in two
of the burglaries. Kearney Police Officers and Investigators are continuing to investigate each
burglary searching for evidence.
